Gap of knowledge: Work-related Musculoskeletal Disorders represent one of the most important sources of occupational injury and disability in the nursing profession. In context of the Registered Thai Nurses was diagnosed by medical doctors as Work-related Musculoskeletal Disorders 48.3%. Prolonged walking is one of the factors affect the incident of WMSDs. However, previous studies have shown the association between prolonged walking and WMSDs of nurse in an individual hospital but there were not found any study explored in an overall Registered Thai Nurses. In addition, the period of walking has been not clarified.
Research Question: Do prolonged walking associate with Work-related Musculoskeletal Disorders (WMSDs) in Registered Thai Nurses or not?
