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Abstract

Background: Recurrent Stroke is the great health problem that be founded in hypertension patients. It has leaded to a high rate of mortality and disability. Previous studies have been carried out in developed regions. A few information of prevalence of recurrent stroke among hypertension patients in developing areas has been reported. However, the relationship between hospital type and recurrent stroke among hypertension has not been explored.
Objectives: To determine factors associated with recurrent stroke among hypertension patients.
Methods: This study is a part of an assessment on quality of care among diabetic patients diagnosed with type 2 diabetes and hypertension visiting hospitals in care of ministry of public health and Bangkok metropolitan administration in Thailand, 2010-2012. Data collection was done by health officer. The numbers of 39,452 people were reported as stroke among hypertension patients. 752 (1.91%) recurrent strokes among hypertension patients were recruited. Multiple logistic regressions were used for data analysis.

Results: Of 39,452 were reported as stroke among hypertension patients. 1.91%. was reported recurrent stroke. Factors associated with recurrent stroke was reported with a frequency of xx.x% Factors that associated recurrent stroke, presented as odds ratio (OR) and 95%CI, included sex (OR = 2.48; 95%CI: 2.14 to 2.87 ; p = 0.0001), age (OR = 1.75; 95%CI: 1.45 to 2.11; p = 0.0001), BMI (OR = 0.98; 95%CI: 0.84 to 1.20; p = 0.750), hospital type (OR = 1.82; 95%CI: 1.58 to 2.11; p = 0.0001), smoke (OR = 1.89; 95%CI: 1.55 to 2.31; p = 0.0001) Type of stroke 

(OR = 13.36; 95%CI: 10.25 to 17.42; p = 0.0001) BP (OR = 1.01; 95%CI: 0.84 to 1.20; p = 0.925) EKG (AF) (OR = 2.90; 95%CI: 1.04 to 8.06; p = 0.076) HDL- cholesterol (OR = 1.42; 95%CI: 1.06 to 1.89; p = 0.02) and LDL- cholesterol (OR = 1.69; 95%CI: 1.25 to 2.29; p = 0.0006)
Conclusions: This study found that the hospital type and other factors (sex, age, BMI, smoke, LDL- cholesterol) associated with recurrent stroke among hypertension patients
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
