1. Research question: What are factors associate with needle stick or sharp injuries. : a Thai Nurse Cohort Study.

X: interest variable is work site (ER, OR, ICU, OPD, LR)
X: covariate variables are age, education, duration of work, job characteristics, stress, intend to leave career nurses, under the diagnosed with a chronic disease, sleep problems.

Y: needle stick or sharp injuries (yes, no)

2. Gab of knowledge: Accidental exposure to needle stick or sharp injuries is a very common among health care workers. A Previous studies was reported that a large proportion of health workers are exposed to Needle stick or sharp injuries and its prevalence was high particularly in nurses. A Previous studies in Thailand present to prevention a needle stick or sharp injuries and have shown prevalence of needle stick or sharp injuries in an individual hospital However, lack of study to exploration in an overall the registered nurses (RNs) of Thai. The relationship between the work site and needle stick or sharp injuries has been not clarify.
