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Abstract:

Introduction: As reported from many countries, youths are the center of HIV/AIDS epidemic at globally. Young people, 15 to 24 years old, accounted for 40% of all new HIV infections among adults in 2009 [WHO, xxxx] and 50% HIV/AIDS infections occurred at this age [ ]. Students contain a large part among youths. For HIV/AIDS prevention, VCT still plays a vital role. 
Objective: To determine the KAP of HIV VCT among undergraduate students in an urbanizing area in Vietnam. The findings also were used to design a relevant interventional program for those students. Ttest was used to consider the factors affecting to students’ knowledge of VCT.
Method: a cross-sectional study was conducted in a university with 626 enrolled students in the survey to complete a semi-structured questionnaire. Participants were recruited using a cluster randomized sampling method. 
Results: In general, proportion of students having enough awareness about HIV VCT is low (xx.x %).  Only just over 48% students know at least one place where people can reach to HIV/VCT service. Male students aware better than female one about VCT addresses (p = x.xx; 95% CI: xx.xx – xx.xx). Youths’ attitude toward using HIV VCT is described optimistically. Xx.x% responsed that they are willing to do VCT, in those xx.x % are male and xx.x% are female (p= x.xx; 95%CI = xx.xx – xx.xx). However, when they were questioned about their VCT experience, only nearly 13% did VCT at least once. 
Conclusion: Students highly lack of awareness of risk which need to do HIV VCT, knowledge of HIV VCT place and VCT protocol. This may cause poor practice to reach HIV VCT service when they need.
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
