Is there association of the eGFR and Hyperosmolar Non-Ketotic Hyperglycemia Syndrome in type 2 Diabetes ?
Gap of knowledge
 
Recent estimates indicate there are about 347 million people worldwide have diabetes and in thailand one in 13 adult  has diabetes . The one of acute complications of diabetes is Hyperosmolar Non-Ketotic Hyperglycemia Syndrome (HNHS). The studies have reported a mortality of about 15% for HNHS and have suggested of that older age, stopping insulin or other medications that lower glucose levels, poor management of diabetes and impaired thirst are risk factors of HNHS. Over time, diabetes can damage kidneys, but the most of studies ignore the testing of kidney working that is a factor is desired.
