Knowledge Gaps 
Diabetes mellitus is becoming a constantly increasing common chronic disease. Although many projects focus on solving this growing health problem, it still remains illusive. In Thailand the number of new cases diabetics rises from 388,551 to 607,828 between 2008 and 2010, and the complication cases increased from 64,545 to 144,917 in 2003 to 2007.  Diabetic nephropathy (DN) represents a major health complication in those with Diabetes Mellitus. (DM). NHSO assessed on quality of care among patient DM type 2 and hypertension in 2011-2012 found age of participants was 61.5 ± 11.3 years, the most is 60 to 69 years, the 28,649 cases were diagnosed with diabetes mellitus type 2. DN was diagnosed with a number of 4,266 cases (14.9%) and they received anticoagulant relevant golden standard treatment to prevent cardiovascular events as 58.78% in the age more than 40 years. Previous studies suggested that the receiving coagulant was be ambiguous in an effectiveness and prevention to cardiovascular events and DN. Therefore this study will investigate measure of the associate in target population who received anticoagulant for identifying the risk of DN before the development of the condition may help in reducing the onset or severity of this condition.
